	LAA update – NI139 Alcohol related admissions – Mel Bradbury

Paper circulated. It was noted that the update relates to both North Yorkshire and York. 

The North Yorkshire and York Alcohol Harm Reduction Strategy 2008-2011 provides the mandate for all commissioning activity within the partnership.

The DH estimates that North Yorkshire and the City of York have approximately 16,200 dependent drinkers, 30,000 hazardous and harmful drinkers and 153,000 people who drink above low harm levels. 

NHS NYY has made a small non recurrent grant of £1,800 available to each CDRP partnership to support short term project initiatives that may have an impact on reducing crime and disorder and alcohol related hospital admissions

Following consultation with its partners NHS NYY has included alcohol treatment as one of the priorities in the NHS NYY strategic plan. In addition NHS NYY has made an application to the Strategic Health Authority for an innovation grant of £500,000 to increase screening, assessment and treatment services. If NHS NYY is successful there will be additional treatment capacity in the City of York by April 2010.

A strong partnership approach to intervention and treatment of people with alcohol misuse problems is required and NHS NYY welcomes the opportunity to work with all partner stakeholders in driving this agenda forward.

The group recognise that awareness raising and prevention is an important element of tackling alcohol misuse as there can be confusion around units for example.

The LAA target would be considered to be green but there are concerns about the direction of travel and therefore an amber rating may be appropriate.

	Older People’s Partnership Board (OPPB) Update – Jack Archer

An update from November’s meeting was given to the board, at which the following issues were discussed: dementia, the regional forum on ageing, end of life care and Telehealth, which was seen as a positive intervention for those who want it. 

The continence service was also discussed again and it was noted that there was not a representative of the PCT in attendance at the OPPB meeting, therefore some questions were unanswered.  RJ had discussed with Judith Knapton and there was a problem with changed times of meeting.

	LAA update – NI135 Carers receiving needs assessment or review

Performance this year is an improvement on the figures for the same time last year.  There is a waiting list for carer’s assessments, and action is in hand to redirect assessment resources to enable us to tackle this.

The target would place us in the 3rd quartile of authorities in relation to this indicator.  To achieve 2nd quartile we would need to improve performance to 24% or above.

Although Government have indicated that Primary Care Trusts have been given additional funding this year, and next year, to support more carer’s breaks, the funding is part of base budget.

	LAA update – NI 141 Number of vulnerable people achieving independent living

This report provides information on the Supporting People (SP) Programme in York, which is funded by the Department of Communities and Local Government and enables the provision of housing related support to help vulnerable people develop, improve or maintain their ability to live independently.  

The programme serves a wide ranging client group and therefore contributes to a range of strategies.

Data shows a drop in the second quarter of the year, primarily because submission of information by providers was significantly lower but the programme is on target for delivery of the LAA target this year (green).   

The grant for the programme is included in the Area Based Grant, and from next year will no longer be ring fenced.  A key concern will be to ensure that services which can produce good outcomes for vulnerable people are not put at risk as the ring fence is removed.

The board support continued funding for this programme when the ring fencing is finished.
