INTRODUCTIONS AND APOLOGIES


Apologies were received from Cindy Benton, Brian Cantor, Len Cruddas and Sue Ross.

MINUTES OF MEETING HELD 23 JULY

Minutes of the meeting held on 23 July were agreed.


MATTERS ARISING

Election of Vice Chairperson –Liz Page was welcomed as Vice Chairperson to the Without Walls Board.

Financial Review Statement – Board Members were informed that it would be possible to incorporate distribution of the summary version of the Community Strategy within the council’s new Ward newsletters.  Further discussion regarding printing, distribution and production costs for the Community Strategy and CD Rom would take place at a subsequent Executive Board meeting.

Yorkshire Evening Press Supplement – Copies of the YEP supplement were circulated at the meeting.  Councillor Galloway thanked Board Members for their individual contributions to the supplement and York & County Press for their generous sponsorship in producing such an outstanding document. 

Equal Access Group – Laura McGillivray reported that, following their request to join the Board at the last meeting, she had met with representatives of the Equal Access Group.  She believed that this newly formed group would be an asset to the city.  It was agreed that further discussion regarding the Equal Access Forum’s request would take place at the next Board meeting.

PCT Secondment – Board members queried whether discussions with the PCT regarding the possibility of a secondment had been brought to a conclusion.  It was reported that no further negotiations had taken place.  It was agreed that the secretariat would take this issue up with the PCT and report progress back to the next Board meeting.

Housing Growth Data – Partners asked whether the analysis that separated employment related housing growth from other reasons for migration to the city was available for circulation.  The secretariat reported that this information was not yet complete, however they would check on progress with the Economic Development Unit and circulate it to Board Members by e-mail as soon as possible.

Action – It was agreed that the secretariat would:

1. contact the PCT and bring discussions regarding the possibility of a secondment to a conclusion;

2. circulate the housing data being produced by the Economic Development to Board Members by e-mail.

3
AGREEING THE VISION

Board Members had received a copy of the vision working draft, which was produced as a result of the group sessions that took place over the summer.  They were asked to submit proposals to amend the draft vision and these were summarised and circulated at the meeting.  Partners were asked to debate the list of suggested amendments in order to reach consensus on the wording of the vision.  

Action – It was agreed that the revised vision, objectives, strategic aims and success measures would be circulated to Board Members as quickly as possible before the City Conference on 24 September.

CITY CONFERENCE 3

Andrew Milson reported that 50 + people had agreed to join the parade from the Mansion House to the Barbican Centre.  In addition, that 30 groups had requested a stall at the conference venue and these displays would be situated in the upper and ground floor foyer areas.

It was noted that the role of Board Members speaking at the presentation in the evening would be to convey the essential elements of the top-level objectives and strategic aims for each partnership area (crime, culture etc.).  It was also requested that these Board Members meet in the Barbican Auditorium at 5pm on the day of the conference to run through the presentation.

Board Members requested that information giving background into each partnership area and their importance in delivering the vision be made available to conference attendees. 

Action – It was agreed that:

1. Board Members speaking at the presentation would meet at 5pm in the Barbican auditorium on the day of the conference;

2. The secretariat would distribute information about partnerships with the programme for the vision launch presentation.

NEXT STEPS AND PROJECT PLAN

Board Members received a copy of the project plan, which highlighted outstanding tasks with regard to approval, production and distribution of the vision and Community Strategy.  It was reported that Cllr. Galloway proposed an amendment to the project plan to allow for a further period of consultation to check whether residents broadly accepted the vision and to ensure nothing had been missed.  Consultation would take place in November through the council’s new citywide newsletter, with returns expected by mid December.  The effect of this extra element of consultation would be to delay approval of the Community Strategy until the New Year.

Action – It was agreed that the project plan be amended to accommodate further consultation with residents in November and December.  The secretariat would make arrangements with CYC marketing colleagues regarding publication of the vision and experience and collection / analysis of resident’s comments.  Results of the consultation would be reported to Board Members in January 2004.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Date of next meeting – It was noted that no further Board Meeting dates were booked in the diary.  Partners were asked if they would be available to meet in early December and again towards the end of January 2004.

Action – It was agreed that the secretariat would contact Board Members regarding meeting dates for December and January.
